Please add your summary here. It should be written in English and contain about 150-250 words. Your summary should present the essential elements of a larger research / work in a short and powerful statement. It is aimed at readers inside but also outside the conservation field. Reading a summary enables the technical committee to decide whether it is worthwhile to invite you to present at IADA’s symposium. 


Consequently a summary should sum up the key information of the paper in very few words. Your summary should contain: a brief background to the topic including the problem or issue and why it is important; the research question; a description of the approach or methods used to address the problem or issue; the major results of the study; and finally the conclusions, taking care to answer the initial research question. 


A good summary will contain all the relevant results and conclusions. A common mistake is to state non-specifically what the reader will find in the paper, e.g. ‘results are discussed’. References or footnotes are not to be included in this summary. 

Please send all 3 photos separately as TIFF, JPG or PNG files. 
Subject: We invite presentations on the latest developments in the profession. They can focus on conservation decision-making, collection risk management, sharing positive and negative outcomes of scientific research and conservation projects, art technological studies, and ethical considerations in conservation, as well as hands-on experiences. Papers presenting a certain method or product should include an unbiased description and discuss both pros and cons. 


Submissions are selected for presentation by an international Technical Committee on the basis of their applicability, relevance, novelty, and quality to the field. 


Deadline for the submission of abstracts is 1 October 2018. Abstracts must be written in English. Selected presentations are eligible for publication in the ‘Journal of Paper Conservation’ after peer-review.
